stigation Unit (CSI) to _Upon our arrival, deputies on scene described Jayce's bedroom to be

located at the southwest corner of the residence. On the exterior of the residence, a hole was observed at the southwest
corner, which was consistent with Jayce's bedroom. Inside the residence, in the southwest comer bedroom, again
described to belong to Jayce, a hole was observed on the wall. Additionally, jeans consistent with having holes from being
shot as well as wood chippings were located on the carpet of the bedroom.

CSI| Massa began to obtain photographs of the scene, Detective Sergeant Hristakopoulos and Chief Rodriguez assisted
with searching the bedroom for the projectile. While this was being done, | began interviewing Mary and Johnney, who
advised the following:

- Mary was inside the residence, folding laundry in the dining room with her 7-year-old granddaughter, Nevaeh R. Buckner,
and her other son, Jesse E. Buckner, who is autistic

- Jayce was in his bedroom playing video games while Johnney was in the backyard working on the chicken coop

- Mary observed Jayce run out of the room stating something hit him

- Mary observed marks on Jayce's neck (right side) and right arm

- Mary then entered into Jayce's bedroom to find a pair of blue jeans in the middle of his room with what appeared to be
fresh rips/holes in them

- Mary began checking the bedroom for any signs of bullet holes and observed what appeared to be a hole above Jayce's
dresser, where the blue jeans originally were placed

- Mary looked outside the window that faced the back yard of the residence but did not observe anything other than
Johnney working on the chicken coop

- Mary instructed Nevaeh to advise Johnney that Jayce was shot in the neck, to which she did

- Mary met Johnney at the back door and explained what took place and her findings

- Johnney armed himself with a pistol from his bedroom and left the residence in his truck to speak to neighbors who he
knew to shoot often on their property

- Johnney stated just prior to being advised Jayce was shot, he heard a neighbor close by shooting and assumed they
were shooting into a berm

- Johnney described the shooting to sound as though it came from a rifle and was a short round of shots

Johnney also described hearing the shots and around the last shot he heard what sounded like a branch snapping but did
not think anything of it

- After attempting contact with one neighbor on Hazelnut, Johnney continued driving south on Hazelnut towards Mahogany

and then right onto Mahogany tow;
- Johnney observed a neighbor at standing near the road speaking to another neighbor
- The neighbor at was later identified as Bryan "Scotte" Jackson

- Johnney drove up towards Bryan and asked if he just finished shooting a firearm, to which Bryan stated yes
- Johnney informed Bryan he may have just shot his son, Jayce
- Johnney then drove back to his residence with Bryan following him

According to Johnney and Mary, Bryan stated multiple times he did it and apologized multiple times. Additionally, Johnney
and Mary stated Jayce does not know how to utilize a firearm and did not observe Jayce to be in possession of one at any
point before or during this incident.

| then began speaking with Jayce who advised while he was laying on his bed within his bedroom, he was playing a video
game and then felt something on his neck, and then right arm. Jayce reacted by "swatting" at his neck and then
immediately exited his bedroom to advise Mary of his injury. Jayce then placed an ice pack on his neck and right arm due
to it burning. Jayce described hearing what sounded like a "cracking" noise and at first thought it to be glass shattering.
After Johnney was advised of the incident and left, Jayce described Johnney returning with a male who began returning
with a male who began apologizing stating he was the one who shot the firearm.

Next, | contacted Bryan at his residence,_Bryan advised when he returned home at
approximately 1800 hours, his daughter Kailen Jackson also arrived at his residence. According to Bryan, Kailen showed

him the new rifle she just received that day (8/27/25). Bryan stated out of excitement he grabbed the rifle, went inside his

residence to retrieve a magazine with 5.56 rounds and then returned outside to shoot the rifle. Bryan then gave an
approximate location of where he was standing when he began shooting the rifle # which was
directly behind his residence facin he was shooting at the berm in his backyard, just north of his

residence and in the direction of Bryan explained he was shooting the berm of his pond and behind
that berm was another berm that he described to be his pistol berm. Behind his pistol berm he stated was his rifle berm.
Bryan described his rifle berm as ginormous and to be taller than "the pole”". Bryan stated he just recently chopped and put
logs in the berm and utilized his excavator to do so approximately 2-3 months ago. While describing the berms on the
property that he built, despite there being over an acre of forest between the residences, Bryan stated "there's a chance"
because he did shoot and was advised of Jayce being shot approximately 12 minutes later. Bryan described his property
as being approximately 1 acre from his residence.

Bryan explained that only him and Kailen were on the property at the time and he was the only one that shot the rifle.
Furthermore, Bryan also explained that Kailen was at the range to train and qualify with this rifle all day and is due to return
the following day, 8/28/25. Bryan then confirmed the firearm he shot was and FCSO agency issued Bushmaster Firearms
International (B.F.1.) rifle, Model XM15-E2S, |G y2n stated he did not have the rifle with him at that time, and
it was currently with Kailen who was now at her boyfriend's residence in Lake Mary.

Multiple security cameras were observed on Bryan's property that pointed in the direction Bryan described he was shooting
the firearm from. Bryan was asked if he thinks his surveillance footage may have captured him shooting the firearm, to
which Bryan replied, "On my RING camera, yeah". Bryan then explained that after he was advised of Jayce getting shot he
checked his RING camera to see where he was standing but the camera was dead, so he just plugged the camera in to
charge. Utilizing the RING camera app on his phone, Bryan began scrolling through the footage that was recorded. Bryan
stated it does not show him shooting but it does show him walking around and preparing to shoot. Bryan explained in one
of the videos he was looking for any of the brass from the spent shell casings that may have been left due to him already
picking up his brass and throwing it away in the trash.

Bryan was able to provide some surveillance footage which shows him returning home and walking into the rear of his

residence with a date and time stamp of 8/27/2025 at 1806 hours. The next clip shows Bryan walking out of his residence
with a rifle towards the rear of his patrol vehicle and opening the trunk with a date and time stamp of 8/27/2025 at 1811 ho

urs. The last video shows Bryan speaking on the phone and stating "l don't understand, | mean | guess it ricocheted” with a
date and time stamp of 8/27/2025 at 1827 hours.

After reviewing the surveillance footage recorded from the RING camera, Bryan stated it was weird that the RING camera
did not capture him shooting the firearm. Additionally, Bryan stated another camera at the back of his residence does not
record and faces his neighbor's residence. While speaking with Bryan, he invited myself and Sergeant Hristakopoulos into
his residence where we observed monitors that appear to be a live stream on "Annke" security surveillance. One of the
angles of the cameras also appeared to be from the camera observed pointed towards Bryan's backyard, which he
advised did not record.

and Bryan also stated he has been shooting on this range he built on his property for 10 years. He also
stated if this happened and he did this, he wouldn't shoot anymore and never use that range again.

CSlI later arrived on scene a-nd began photographing that scene.

| then made phone contact with Kailen who stated she was at the range training and qualifying with her FCSO agency
issued rifle all day (8/27/2025). At approximately 1600 hours she returned to her residence at ||| | | | R vith her
rifle. Kailen then left her residence and arrived at Bryan's residence to return Bryan's vehicle to him and retrieve her vehicle
at approximately 1800 hours. Kailen stated she began to transfer all her belongings and items she needed for training the
following day, to include the rifle, from Bryan's vehicle to hers. While doing so, Bryan grabbed the rifle and then walked
towards the rear of the residence, next to a telephone pole and began shooting the rifle towards the berm located on the
north side of the property. Kailen stated Bryan was the only one who shot the rifle and he only shot a few rounds. At
approximately 1820 hours, Kailen stated she collected her rifle from Bryan and left the resi er boyfriend's
house in Lake Mary. Shortly after leaving, Kailen received a phone call from Bryan statinngailen stated
at first she could not understand what Bryan was saying and she was confused about what happened. Due to this, she did
not turn around to return to Bryan's residence with the rifle and continued to her boyfriend's house. Kailen agreed to meet
with me the following day, 8/28/2025, before 0800 hours to turn the firearm over for evidentiary purposes. Additionally,
Kailen swore to her verbal statement she provided over the phone.

Throuihout this interview, Bryan stated multiple times he was shooting and made statements such as

Despite all efforts, the projectile that struck Jayce was unable to be located on 8/27/2025. The crime scene was broken
down and turned back over to the owners. | advised Mary should the projectile be located, not to touch it and to contact me
immediately so it can be documented and taken for evidentiary purposes. Given the totality of circumstances, all facts of
the case will be further reviewed.

On August 28, 2025, at approximately 0830 hours, | made contact with Kailen at Operations in the evidence room where
she turned over her FCSO agency issued rifle to me - Bushmaster Firearms International (B.F.l.) rifle, Model XM15-E2S,
Serial Number [l | then submitted the rifle to evidence as item number 1034.1.

Contact was later made with Bryan to advise photos of his property were needed to be taken again due to the poor quality
from the night prior. Bryan verbally provided permission to return onto his property and obtain the photos.

Once on scene, while CSI Massa obtained the photos, Bryan exited his residence and advised he was instructed not to
speak to me and to obtain a lawyer. No further communication was made at that time besides a text sent from me to Bryan
to advise we were done at his property.

| later made contact with Mary who also verbally provided permission to return to her property to obtain better photos of the
exterior of her residence and attempt to locate the projectile. CSI Supervisor MacLellan responded to the scene and
obtained the photos as well as blue jeans that had holes from what appeared to be the projectile. The projectile still was
not located.

Macerelli. James identified himself as James "Jim" Macerelli and confirmed he was the son of John E. Macerelli Sr. James
confirmed his father owned the property of and since his passing, he has continued to pay
the taxes on the property. James further confirmed that no one should be on the property, has permission to be on the
property or alter the property in any way. James later provided verbal consent for Law Enforcement to enter onto his
property to continue our investigation.

On September 5th, 2025, at 1100 hours, Mary contacted me to advise a projectile was located within her residence. Mary
stated while Johnney was cleaning the family bathroom, he located a projectile. Detective S. Kusek responded to the
scene with CSl to retrieve the projectile.

After the projectile was collected, | responded to Daytona Beach to attend the CPT scheduled for Jayce. Jayce advised the
following during the CPT:

the wood of the house and noticed he was shot. Jayce described the pain to really hurt and burn. Jayce then went to his
grandmother and advised her he believed she was shot. Jayce stated he never had something like this happen to him
before. His grandmother then advised his grandfather that Jayce has been shot. His grandfather at the time was in the
backyard feeding the animals. His grandmother then called 911. Shortly after, law enforcement as well as paramedics
arrived and began to check him. After, detectives arrived they began taking photos and checking his room for the bullet
hole. After detectives left, they (Jayce, Mary and Johnney) checked his room but were unable to locate anything. He then
went to bed.

Jayce described this incident to take place after school. Jayce knew the neighbor to be shooting because the shooting did
not sound close to him, it instead sounded to be coming from the next block over. Jayce believes it to be that specific
neighbor because others have advised him it was the "cop neighbor". he practices shooting and it sounded as though it
was coming from the direction of his house. Jayce stated he has never been to the neighbor's residence and only met this
neighbor the day the incident took place due to the neighbor being invited into his residence to observe what happened.
Jayce stated when the neighbor (Bryan) came to his residence, Bryan stated he was really sorry and admitted that he shot
the rifle that penetrated through the house. Jayce also advised that Bryan stated something about "it ricocheted off his
dong or whatever he shoots at". Jayce then clarified that he did not know what it was called but believed it to be what
Bryan utilizes for target practice.

When Jayce first noticed he was shot, he stated it started to burning on his neck and then his wrist. Jayce described it to
feel cool at first and then really hot. He then rubbed the areas as an instinct. He wasn't sure what to do so he just ran to
mom (his grandmother, Mary). Jayce observed a lot of redness on his wrist. At first, due to him playing his switch, he
thought maybe his switch blew up. But after checking his switch, he confirmed that was not the case.

When asked about his knowledge of firearms, Jayce stated he does not know anything about them but does know they are
dangerous. Jayce has knowledge about his family having guns for protection. Jayce denied using any of his family’s guns
and has no knowledge of where they are. Jayce knows there to be guns in the house due to mom seeing and hearing
things outside the house so dad would go outside the house to check with his gun for protection.

After 911 was called, his dad went to the neighbor's house to advise him to come over to see what took place and that he
(Jayce) was shot. Jayce stated his dad knew it was that specific neighbor (Bryan) instead of another because it was from
that direction and he (Bryan) shoots there almost every day. While waiting for LEO, him and his mom returned into the
bedroom to see what happened and he observed jeans with holes with them. Jayce described these holes in the jeans to
be bullet holes. Jayce then stated these jeans were on top of his converse box, which were on top of his dresser. He then
observed a bullet hole on the wall above his dresser.

Jayce then described his dad cleaning the bathroom that day, before the CPT (9/9/25) and found the bullet. This was later
determined to be a projectile.

Since the incident, Jayce advised he has been sleeping in the living room on the ground. Jayce stated he believes this
was an accident and he (Bryan) did not mean it, he was just shooting.

Following the CPT Interview, Mary provided me with contact information for the attorney representing Jayce, Amanda with
Chanfrau & Chanfrau at (386) 258-7313.

On September 8th, 2025, contact was made with FBI Agent A. Scott Patterson to discuss the projectile and trajectory. After
being briefed of the case, Agent Patterson advised it is likely for the projectile to travel from“
hnd to still be hot enough to cause a burn. Agent Patterson then recommended | speak to an Evidence
esponse Special Agent regarding the case, specifically regarding the trajectory.

| then spoke to Janet, who requested | contact her regarding the property at_anet advised she

is the sibling of John Macerelli Jr. and James Macerelli. Janet stated her father, John Macerelli Sr. purchased the property

and left the property to her, her siblings and mother after his passing. Janet then confirmed James has taken over paying

for the property taxes, no one has permission to be on the property, to clear the land or to build anything on the property.

Janet provided her contact information as well as address and agreed to speak with her local law enforcement in order to
rovide a statement. Janet provided verbal consent for law enforcement to enter onto the property of

_n order to continue the investigation.

After a teletype request was sent, a Burnet County Sheriff's Office deputy made contact with Janet who provided written
consent on a sworn written statement. This statement, as well as an incident report and Body Worn Camera footage from
the responding deputy were later forwarded to me. The statement and report were uploaded to AEGIS. The Body Worn
Camera footage was uploaded to evidence.com.

At 1414 hours, | was contacted by Amanda, the Buckner’s attorney, who advised she would be emailing me the
surveillance footage from the day of the shooting that was provided to her by Mary.

Contact was attempted with Bryan to request permission to enter onto his property in order to obtain measurements for the
purpose of scene reconstruction. Bryan referred me to his Union Representative, President Seth Green. Contact was
made with Seth who was advised of the request and intentions of the request. Seth advised after he would speak with

Bryan.

Shortly after speaking with Seth, | received a phone call from Bryan who advised after speaking with Seth and his lawyer,
he would not provide consent for anyone to return onto his property regarding this investigation and this should have
already been completed.

Later, I, CSI Supervisor Savannah Maclellan and Sergeant Gamarra responded to _o conclusively
determine which property the berms are located on and obtain measurements of the berms.

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With these measurements, utilizing aerial images from the property appraiser taken in 2023, the approximate locations of
the berms were mapped to the approximate location listed below:

On September 12, 2025, at 1000 hours, a conference call was held with FBI Agent Patterson, RA Supervisory Agent Dahl
and Evidence Response Special Agent Regucci. During this conference call the case and evidence were discussed.
Special Agent Regucci agreed to have the firearm and projectile processed and to take over all the evidence obtained for
this case. Special Agent Regucci also requested another conference call for Tuesday, September 16, with her supervisor
to further discuss the case.

After the conference call was terminated, photos of the injuries and -ere forwarded to Agents Patterson,
Dahl and Regucci for their records and review.

On September 16, 2025, at 1430 hours, a conference call was held with Special Agent Regucci, Geeslin and McClarin.
After all information was provided to agents McClarin and Geeslin, they were able to confirm their assistance with the
firearm and projectile. Special Agent Regucci advised she would be able to assist with obtaining additional information
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required from the scene for their investigation. After the conference call, an email was sent by Sergeant Hristakopoulos to
FBI Special Agent Regucci requesting assistance for ballistic/trajectory analysis, as well as any other analysis that may be
needed for the investigation. A summary of the call, deputies responses, EMS responses, Major Case detective
responses, CSI response and what the investigation revealed.

On September 19, 2025, at At approximately 1351 hours, Sergeant Hristakopoulos and | interviewed Kailen. Due to her
currently training on the road with a Field Training Officer, we spoke with Commander Vedder, who is the current training
Commander, and advised we would like to interview Kailen regarding the ongoing investigation. With the assistance of
Commander Vedder, contact was made with Kailen's FTO who later arrived at OPS with Kailen. Contact was made with
Kailen in one of the training rooms where the interview took place.

Kailen was advised due to her being a witness to the incident and only being able to provide a statement via phone call at
the time of the incident, that we would like to interview her and obtain her statement in person. Kailen was understanding
and agreed to speak with Sergeant Hristakopoulos and me. The following was advised by Kailen:

Kailen confirmed she knew she was not a suspect but was a witness to this case, however, she feels bad for her father,
Bryan, due to the publicity this case has received. Since she turned in her rifle to evidence, she has not been issued
another rifle.

The day of the incident, Kailen stated she was at the range for work that day. Once off of work, she left from the range at
approximately 1630-1700 hours to her residence off of Lake Disston. Once she arrived at her residence, which is
approximately 25 minutes from the range, she realized the power was out. Kailen also stated she was driving Bryan's
personal vehicle that day due to an issue with the tire on her personal vehicle. Due to the circumstances with the power at
her residence and the issue with her vehicle, she gathered some belongings from her residence which took approximately
10-15 minutes and drove to Bryan's residence to get her personal vehicle. Kailen advised it takes her approximately 18
minutes to get to Bryan's residence from her residence.

Once at Bryan's residence, Kailen stated Bryan was also there and was excited due to qualifying with her agency issued
rifle that day. Kailen also stated Bryan was also excited due to her being issued a Bushmaster rifle and that also being one
of Bryan'’s first rifles as well. While showing Bryan her new agency rifle, Kailen stated she handed him the rifle after Bryan
asked to see it. While Bryan was looking at the rifle, Kailen continued to transfer her stuff from Bryan's vehicle to hers due
to her planning on leaving shortly after. Kailen described turning around at one point and observing Bryan standing near a
telephone pole on the property with the rifle now loaded with a magazine. Kailen stated she was unsure where Bryan
grabbed the magazine from but believed it to be his personal rounds. Kailen then described observing Bryan take the
safety off the firearm and begin firing off rounds at the berm located on the property. While Bryan was shooting the firearm,
Kailen stated she put her hands over her ears because she was not prepared for Bryan to shoot the firearm. Kailen also
clarified that she did not know Bryan was going to shoot the firearm and only thought he wanted to see it.

Kailen recalled Bryan only shooting off a few rounds down towards the lake on Bryan'’s property. She stated Bryan did not
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shoot an excessive amount and believed it to be approximately 10 rounds. Kailen also stated the rounds hit the base of the
tree next to the berms as well as the berms. Once Bryan was done shooting, the firearm was safety checked and handed
back over to Kailen who then placed the firearm in her personal vehicle. Kailen stated at this point a neighbor who was
driving by stopped to talk to Bryan. The extent of this conversation according to Kailen was the neighbor asking what the
two were up to and Bryan advising Kailen was now a deputy and briefly catching up. After Kailen finished transferring her
items from Bryan's vehicle to hers, she left in her vehicle and began to travel to her boyfriend’s residence in Seminole
County. Kailen stated she was at Bryan'’s residence for approximately 20 minutes.

After leaving Bryan's residence, Kailen advised she was in the area of CORD 305 and CORD 90 when she received a
phone call from Bryan advising her of the incident. Kailen stated she asked Bryan if she needed to turn around but was
advised by Bryan that he did not think she needed to. Kailen explained at this point she was approximately 20 minutes
from Bryan's residence when Bryan was advised that he ﬁ Kailen stated she was under the
impression that the situation was deescalated and no one was actually hurt and confirmed with Bryan again if she needed
to return, which she was advised she did not need to. Kailen continued to Seminole County with the firearm where she
stayed for the night and returned to Flagler County with the firearm where she stayed for the night. She the returned to
Flagler County for work the following day to turn the firearm over to evidence.

Kailen confirmed her and Bryan were the only two on the property and her father is the only one who shot the agency
issues firearm that day on the property.

At 0800 hours, | met with members from the Evidence Response Team with the FBI at FCSO Operations (OPS). The
members were briefed on the facts of the case i t approximately 0915 hours, members with FBI, MCU and
| departed from FCSO OPS and later arrived at begin the reconstruction of the scene. Members with FBI
also were on scene at s well to obtain what was needed to reconstruct the scene.

While on scene, Mary provided a copy of the clinical notes obtained from Jayce's ER visit on 08/28/2025 for his injuries.
These documents were scanned and submitted to AEGIS.

At approximately 1600 hours, all units left the scene after obtaining what was needed.

FBI Special Agent Lauren Regucci provided a packing slip to have both agency rifles issued to Kailen and Bryan shipped
to 2501 Investigation Parkway, Quantico, VA, 22135. This was forwarded to CS| Supervisor MacLellan.

On October 20, 2025, a request was submitted to the FBI Lab by Agent Lauren Regucci requesting their assistance in
processing the evidence.

On November 3rd, 2025, the Medical Report and addendum for Jayce’s injuries which were documented after the CPT
Forensic Interview were received by Theresa Fleck and later uploaded to AEGIS. See report for details.
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
